On Monday, 23 June 2025, at 11.30, in the Sala Marconi, located at Piazza Pia n. 3, the cast and
filmmakers of “The Chosen” will hold a press conference to discuss the ground-breaking TV series, which
will debut internationally in July 2025. They will also discuss the release of two feature films from “The
Chosen” on the Crucifixion and Resurrection of Jesus. The Crucifixion is currently being shot in Matera,
Italy.

Additionally, Jonathan Roumie, who plays Jesus, will present a gift from “The Chosen” to Pope Leo
during the Wednesday General Audience. Jonathan previously met Pope Francis twice during his
pontificate.
