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Joint Communiqué of the Holy See and the German Bishops’ Conference

Today, representatives of the Roman Curia and the German Bishops' Conference (Deutsche Bischofskonferenz,
DB) met in the Vatican. It was a continuation of the dialogue initiated during the ad Limina visit of the German
bishops in November 2022. There, it was agreed that the theological and disciplinary issues that emerged in
particular in the “Synodal Way” would be further discussed. The meeting took place in a positive and
constructive atmosphere.
