He gave his religious vows on 7 December 1985, and was ordained a priest on 24 August 1986.

He has held the following offices: parish vicar of Nuestra Sefiora del Puig, Valencia (1986); chaplain of Castellon
Prison (1987-1994); chaplain of Alicante Prison and delegate for Prison Pastoral Care of the diocese of
Orihuela-Alicante (1994-2003); superior of the community of Elche, Alicante (1997-2003); provincial counsellor
(2000-2003); and provincial superior (2003-2015). Since 2015 he has served as superior of the Community of
Castelldn, chaplain of Castellon Prison and director of the Department of Prison Pastoral Care of the Spanish
Episcopal Conference.
