His Excellency Tesfaye Tadesse Gebresilasie was born in Harar on 22 September 1969.  He entered the
postulancy of the Comboni Missionaries of the Heart of Jesus in 1986, and professed his perpetual vows in that
Congregation on 1 November 1994.  He was ordained a priest on 26 August 1995 in Addis Ababa.

He studied Theology at the Pontifical Gregorian University in Rome, and earned a Licentiate in Islamic Studies
from the Pontifical Institute for Arabic and Islamic Studies in Rome.  He attended a formation course at the
Pontifical Salesian University of Rome.

He has had the following assignments: Assistant Parish Priest and then Pastor of the Khartoum Masalma
Omdurman Parish in Sudan (1997-2000); Assistant Parish Priest and Director of the Combonian School in Haro

Msgr. Fernando Enrique Ramón Casas was born on 16 July 1966 in Valencia. He carried out his ecclesiastical
studies at La Inmaculada Major Seminary, and was ordained a priest on 28 May 1994 for the same archdiocese.

After ordination, he first held the office of parish priest in Benimarfull, Alquería de Aznar, Almudaina and
Benillup. He was awarded a licentiate in sacred scripture at the Pontifical Biblical Institute (2015), and went on to
serve as parish vicar of San Nicolás de Bari, in Gandía, and vice rector and rector of the major seminary. He is
currently episcopal vicar for Vicariate V (Iliria-Requena-Ademuz), and professor in the Faculty of Theology in
Valencia.
