CHRISTIAN HOSPITAL IN TAXILA, THE HOLY FATHER OFFERS ARDENT PRAYERS FOR THE DEAD, THE
INJURED AND ALL WHO ARE SUFFERING AS A RESULT OF THESE HEINOUS CRIMES. HE
